This new website hosts units, lessons, 
task arcs, assessments, videos, and 
professional learning materials that 
have been migrated from www.TNCore.
org.  The new portal also links to ex-
clusive instructional and professional 
learning resources from the Ayers Insti-
tute. 

At launch, the eduTOOLBOX website 
provides access to hundreds of aca-
demic items through the “Instructional 
Exchange” and “Educator’s Toolkit” sec-
tions.  The “Tennessee Tools” featured 
section contains a set of resources that 
are specifically licensed for use by Ten-
nessee educators.  K-12 educators can 
locate instructional materials and pro-
fessional learning content that is easi-
ly applied to their local setting.  Higher 
education instructors and students will 
find that eduTOOLBOX is a rich source 
of materials that can be incorporated 
into classroom learning activities and/
or course projects.

To create a free user account:
1. Click on the “Login” link in the  
upper-right corner of the website.
2. Click on the “Create new account” 
tab on the log in screen.
3. Fill out the user account form and 
click the “Create New Account” button.
4. Locate the “Account Details” mes-
sage that will be delivered to your 
e-mail inbox.
5. Click on the confirmation link that is 
provided in the e-mail.  When you use 
this confirmation link, the website will 
ask you to set your account password.
6. Once you are logged in, click the 
eduTOOLBOX logo or the “Home” top-
menu link to access the main page of 
the website.
